The TAHG Summer Institute Program includes two separate two-week seminars. Each seminar is limited to 30 participants.  Review of applications will begin April 22, 2005. 
Participants are required to meet these program standards:
· Prompt and regular attendance;

· Provide necessary project evaluation information;

· Participate in focus group/case studies during Fall and Spring semesters;
· Create one, quality history curricular unit; 
· Meet academic/continuing education requirements prescribed by SLU; and

· Participate in project sponsored field trips..

For project and institute evaluation purposes, external program evaluators will require these specific things of participants:
· Complete daily journal reflections of his/her experiences with the institute’s presentations and activities;

· Design one history-related curricular unit;

· Allow project staff and outside evaluators to conduct academic year classroom impact observations; 

· Attend a one-day follow-up workshop; and
· Serve as Teacher Trainer to facilitate workshops.

These are the reasons for these requirements:
· Daily journals will be reviewed to evaluate impact and effectiveness of the institute and not as  academic writing exercises; 

· Development of the history-related unit is intended to provide each participant with at least one “practical” idea they can apply to their teaching situation; 

· Observations are intended to provide teachers with post-institute support and evaluate whether the institute is positively impacting students; and
· One-day workshops are intended to provide teachers with continuing professional development and additional history content.
